Review and approve contract and fee for solar proposal review per committee
recommendations: Ms. Amarant reviewed her staff report.  Director Plasse asked if the

consultant would include potential revisions to the proposals received. Ms. Amarant replied

that the consultant would review the proposals, make recommendations, follow-up on current
proposals, and possibly recommend getting additional proposals. After discussion, it was
decided not to include the $150 optional solar electric investment report in the contract.

Motion: It was moved by Director Plasse, seconded by Vice Chairman Murphy, and
carried to accept and approve the agreement for a solar proposal review by Mr. Forsberg of
Sunbolt Energy Systems for $300 and to not request the optional solar electric investment
report.

Resolution #19-01 - Review and approve AT updated project list to receive apportioned
$59.,684 in State of Good Repair funds for FY 18/19: Ms. Amarant reviewed her staff report.
Director Plasse asked about connect card negotiations. Ms. Amarant replied that SacRT has
just finished going through a reorganization and is now ready to start renegotiating with AT for
the connect card fare program to be used on AT’s two Sacramento buses. AT would need to
join a joint powers agreement with other transit agencies in order to be included in the connect
card program. The expense to install the equipment is eligible for State of Good Repair funding.

Director Plasse asked if any of the equipment needed for the connect card program could also
be used throughout AT’s fleet. Ms. Amarant replied that each bus that is going to be on the
connect card program has to have its own equipment. It is her understanding that SacRT will
be handling the data retrieved from the cards and will forward the reports to AT. They will also
auto-deposit fares received into AT’s bank account.

Motion: It was moved by Vice Chairman Murphy, seconded by Director Colburn, and
carried to approve the Project List for 2018-19 State of Good Repair funds by Resolution #19-
01.

Review AT FY 17/18 vear-end budget: Ms. Amarant reviewed her staff report. Director
Plasse asked how the shortfall of approximately $69,000 impacted the agency. Mr. Gedney
noted that there was a meeting last spring regarding AT’s shortfall for the Jobs Access &
Reverse Commute (JARC) Program and it was decided that State Transit Assistance (STA)
funding would to be used for operating assistance to fill the gap instead of being placed in
reserves. He also noted that there is no revenue associated with accounts 60125, 60150, and
60175 (Cap-Reserves) but it shows the need to match the depreciation schedule for the reserves.
Ms. Amarant added that new estimates for STA funds indicate that AT will receive additional
funding. Anything over what was approved by the Board will go into AT’s reserves.

Vice Chairman Murphy suggested the column “$ Over Budget” would be more useful as “Year-
End Projection” (e.g., Sacramento serv. contract). The chart would project what revenue is
expected even if it has not yet been received.
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Director Colburn asked about the farebox revenue ratio and Ms. Amarant replied it is above the
requirement. She added that the auditors will be doing the calculations for farebox revenue and
it was almost 12% last year.

Chairman Oneto asked about the issue with the Chevy buses and Ms. Amarant replied that it is
mainly due to diesel particulates and the computer chips. Staff has not been able to troubleshoot
problems in house and the buses have to be sent to Maita for repair. AT will be requesting a
couple of the buses be taken out of circulation and new buses be purchased. The buses have
had the 1ssues all along, but once the warranty expired, AT has had to pay for the repairs.

Director Plasse asked how the shortfall in revenue vs. expenditures was absorbed. Ms. Amarant
replied that no money was taken out of reserves and that STA funding for the fourth quarter
ending June 30 is received in September (following the close of the fiscal year). This is also
true of the Sacramento contract. Director Plasse commented that it makes reliance on income
yet to be received cover expenses of the last quarter.

In 2015, U.S. DOT found that an estimated 40 percent of buses and 23 percent of rail transit
assets were listed in marginal or poor condition, with a backlog of $90 billion in deferred
maintenance and replacement. The DOT created a business model called the Transit Asset
Management Plan that prioritizes funding based on the condition of transit assets to achieve and
maintain a state of good repair for public transportation assets. Transit agencies will report the
age of all vehicles to the National Transit Database or NTD using the TAM Plan worksheet.

The TAM Plan helps agencies with monitoring and managing rolling stock and other assets,

- establishing performance measures to continue operating smoothly and efficiently. The Plan
also determines targets for replacing rolling stock and other assets based on the agency’s fleet
and age. Only assets costing more than $50,000 are to be included in the plan.

Initial TAM Plans cover 4 years' worth of asset management and can be amended at any time.
These targets are not set in stone, but a TAM Plan update is required at least every 4 years.

Agencies can plan the funding required to replace their aging fleet either by grants or reserves.

Staff submits AT’s initial TAM plan to the board for review and comment.

Buses designated reserve fleet placement are kept in the yard or the
storage lot. Auction buses are prepared for sale and removal using the county's
auction service provider.

Non revenue vehicles are replaced
when necessary. The shop truck was recently purchased, staff car is still in good
working order, no major repairs or maintenance expenses have been required.

Current fleet is scheduled for transitioning over the course of 2 to 5 years. The
California EPA requirements for diesel engines have forced bus manufacturers to
comply by adding sensors and electronic parts that fail more frequently in our
rural terrain than gas powered engines, rendering them more expensive to repair,
more time in the shop, unreliable and out of service more often. The cost of
diesel vs gas fuel is almost equal, and so far gas engines are less expensive to
repair. This agency will be considering the purchase of a couple of gas powered
buses.
