RE: Electric bus purchase project

AT staff met with a representative from PG&E at our Admin facility to review the proposed
location of an electric charging station and AT's eligibility for their Clean Vehicle Rebate
Program (CVRP). The PG&E rep said that to qualify for this program, AT would have to
purchase a minimum of 2 electric buses and comply with a requirement to have a
separate electric meter installed. AT would then purchase power at a "discount rate" from
PG&E. It would be cost prohibitive for AT to install its own charging station infrastructure
to utilize our existing solar power.

With this information along with the assessment that AT facility does not have the capacity
to install more than one charging station or purchase more than 1 electric bus, staff
requests board direction on possible cancelling the electric bus purchase indefinitely and
returning the CMAQ money.

Included are the CARB fleet transitioning regulation and Zero Emission Bus Regs for
board review.

Incidentally, AT staff researched, and test drove a Toyota Sienna Hybrid ADA/AWD
minivan. Procurement of a couple of these vans would be a step towards converting AT's
van fleet to Low-Emission vehicles. This model van is currently available now, the cost is
approximately $75K. These vans would be a good replacement for the aging 2015 Dodge
gas vans currently in our fleet, and with board approval can be procured with AT fleet
reserves, saving time from waiting for possible future grant funding. Staff has included
general information on the Hybrid vans for Board review and discussion.

The success of these strategies became clear with the release of the final regulation order — the ICT
regulation — in December 2018. The final regulation postpones the aggressive ZEB purchase mandate once
proposed for large agencies from 2020 to 2023 and for small agencies from 2023 to 2026. The ICT regulation
also institutes a mechanism for possibly postponing the ZEB purchase mandate even further, until 2025 if
transit agencies collectively show significant progress on deploying ZEBs. These postponements to the
ZEB purchase mandate would allow agencies to claim unfettered access to incentive funding until 2024 or
2025 The ICT regulation also creates a series of off-ramps, which could be exercised by transit agencies for
temporary relief from the ZEB purchase mandate, and would exclude cutaways, over-the-road coaches and
articulated buses from being subject to the purchase mandate until at least 2026

* ZEB Purchase Mandate: The regulation requires transit agencies to acquire a minimum number of
ZEBs at the time of new bus purchases, based on the following schedules

Small transit agencies:

* 2023 N/A
e 2026: 25%
» 2029 and After: 100%

The regulation does not require the purchase of zero-emission articulated or cutaway buses or over-the-road
coaches until at least 2026.

The regulation authorizes transit agencies to request a one-year exemption from the ZEB purchase
mandate to address the following issues

* Delays in bus delivery or infrastructure buildout:
* The unavailability of ZEBs with sufficient range to meet a transit agency's daily mileage needs;

» The unavailability of ZEBs that meet Americans with Disabilities Act requirements or any other
federal. state or local law, regulation or ordinance: and.

» Financial hardship at the transit agency, including the inability to secure funding to offset the
incremental cost of a ZEB over a conventionally-fueled equivalent bus

SACRAMENTO - The California Air Resources Board today approved a first-of-its-kind regulation in the United States that sets a statewide
goal for public transit agencies to gradually transition to 100 percent zero-emission bus fleets by 2040.

"A zero-emission public bus fleet means cleaner air for all of us. It dramatically reduces tailpipe pollution from buses in low-income
communities and provides multiple benefits especially for transit-dependent riders,"” CARB Chair Mary D. Nichols said. “Putting more zero-
emission buses on our roads will also reduce energy consumption and greenhouse gases, and provides cost savings for transit agencies in the

long run.”

The Innovative Clean Transit regulation is part of a statewide effort to reduce emissions from the transportation sector, which accounts for 40
percent of climate-changing gas emissions and 80-90 percent of smog-forming pollutants. The transition to zero-emission technologies, where
feasible, is essential to meeting California’s air quality and climate goals.

Full implementation of the regulation adopted today is expected to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by 19 million metric tons from 2020 to
2050 — the equivalent of taking 4 million cars off the road. And it will reduce harmful tailpipe emissions (nitrogen oxides and particulate matter)
by about 7,000 tons and 40 tons respectively during that same 30-year period.

As longtime partners for clean air in California, the state’s 200 public transit agencies play a pivotal role in transitioning vehicle fleets away from
fossil fuel-powered technologies to zero-emission alternatives. Eight of the 10 largest transit agencies in the state are already operating zero-
emission buses, including battery electric and hydrogen fuel cell vehicles.

Transit agencies are particularly well suited for introducing these technologies. They operate largely in urban centers, where pollution and
noise are of greater concern. Their buses drive in stop-and-go traffic where conventional internal combustion engines waste fuel while idling.
And their fleets run out of central depots where charging infrastructure can be installed and conveniently accessed.

Deployment of zero-emission buses is expected to accelerate rapidly in the coming years — from 153 buses today to 1,000 by 2020, based on
the number of buses on order or that are otherwise planned for purchase by transit agencies. Altogether, public transit agencies operate about

12,000 buses statewide.
To successfully transition to an all zero-emission bus fleet by 2040, each transit agency will submit a rollout plan under the regulation
demonstrating how it plans to purchase clean buses, build out necessary infrastructure and train the required workforce. The rollout plans are

due in 2020 for large transit agencies and in 2023 for small agencies.

Agencies will then follow a phased schedule from 2023 until 2029, by which date 100 percent of annual new bus purchases will be zero-
emission. To encourage early action, the zero-emission purchase requirement would not start until 2025 if a minimum number of zero-

emission bus purchases are made by the end of 2021.

RECOMMENDATION: Review and discuss. Possible direction to staff.

CalPERS finance department contacted AT to inform staff the UAL of $1 16,344 for this current
fiscal year was due. AT staff called the CalPERS Actuarial department and the finance
department to find out why the agency owed UAL and inquire how the $416,344 payment was

applied.

Staff was notified by CalPERS that ATs' entire payment of $416,344 was applied only to the
back balance owed by the agency and not split up as AT requested. The original request was
made to pay $300,000 to the balance owed and the remaining $116,344 was to be applied to
the UAL owed for FY 22/23. Staff discussed at length with the finance and actuarial dept
requesting the payment be allocated as originally requested. Staff was informed that it was no
longer possible to edit the payment because CalPERS had posted the entire amount as revenue
for FY 21/222 and their financial reports had already been released.

CalPERS finance department acknowledged the misunderstanding and consulted with
managers for a solution that would solve this issue. CalPERS reallocated the payment
differently in their system thus lowering the amount owed on the current year UAL. CalPERS
latest email informed AT's UAL balance for FY 22/23 is now only $54,224.

The options to pay off the $54,244 are either through a budget adjustment and request of
additional LTF funds or approval to cover this payment from ATs' reserves.

Staff requests board direction.
