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#8: AT General Manager Report:
ModivCare Rates and Billing Summary-Informational Only: Ms. Amarant reviewed her

staff report. She noted AT has received the licenses for the new Toyota hybrid vans and they
are averaging approximately 32 miles per gallon.

Director Forster asked if the drivers specifically trained to provide this service are required to
work on stand-by and if so, are they paid for that additional time. Ms. Amarant replied no they
are notified at least one day prior what their schedule will be so there is no additional payment.

Director Plasse stated this topic was brought up in a recent Finance Committee meeting for
AT’s budget review. They looked at this because the ModivCare/LogistiCare is one of the
operating revenue line items and there had been a drastic decrease in revenue. Over the past
few years this service has been budgeted at an expected budgeted revenue amount of $20,000
per year. In FY 20/21 the amount received in revenue was $22,000, in FY 21/22 AT received
$20,000, but for FY 22/23 AT has only received $3,000. Director Plasse stated due to that
drastic change they wanted a cost analysis of this service performed to determine if it is
profitable or costing the agency more to implement it. Director Forster did note there was a
reason for that drastic decrease in FY 22/23. Ms. Amarant responded yes, the reason for that
drop in revenue was due to three (3) of the certified drivers retiring last year, which led to
having only one (1) driver temporarily. Then Modiveare changed their software system which
was not routing the appropriate trips, leading to AT having to decline those trips. She stated
they have fixed their software problems, AT has recently billed $2,800 for trips, and three (3)
AT drivers have now been certified to provide the ModivCare trips.

Vice Chairman McLean asked if the cost for driver certification is high, Ms. Amarant stated the
certification includes: a ten-panel drug test, background check (approximately $90), and an
online training course ($15-20).

Director Plasse noted a large portion of the AT annual budget, at least for the last few years,
has been pandemic related grant funding to a total of approximately $500,000. He noted that is
about 25 perceat of the annual budget sustained by temporary funding which will end in a year
or two, The board is paying close attention to that and how to make up for that funding shortfall

when it is gone.

REGULAR AGENDA ITEMS:
#9. Review Fiscal Year (FY) 2023/24 Preliminary Budget: Ms. Amarant reviewed her staff

report,

Director Plasse asked how clients become aware of the ModivCare service provided through
AT. Ms. Amarant replied ModivCare is a broker for Medi-Cal and anyone with a Medi-Cal
card can call the transportation phone number on the back of the card for assistance. She
continued AT acts as a third-party service for them and they do all their own advertising.

Vice Chairman McLean asked if a flyer could be distributed that displays AT’s affiliation with
ModivCare just as information to those in the community that may not know about the service.

Director Plasse asked if AT still advertises on the local radio station, and could information
about ModivCare be included in that announcement. Ms. Amarant stated in a previous
04/06/23
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discussion with ModivCare, they stated they do their own advertising as they are overseen by
Anthem Blue Cross and have strict standards of how they advertise. Director Plasse added that
additional info for the ModivCare service on a radio announcement should be acceptable.
Director Forster noted Jim Guidi is always looking for people to interview on the morming
program. Ms. Amarant replied they have done that before but will look into doing another

interview.

Ms. Amarant stated the budget for advertising revenue will decrease this year due to the
economy, as many businesses are pulling back on their advertising budgets. With that, Harrah’s
Northern California casino has pulled their advertising everywhere. Director Forster stated that
may be due to the new casino (Sky River) that recently opened in Elk Grove.

Director Plasse asked for an explanation regarding why there is a $100,000 increase on a draw
of Local Transpottation Funding (LTF) this year. Ms. Amarant stated the increase is due to the
$59,440 in CalPERS UAL paydown for this year, and increases in the employer coniribution
rate of 11.84% for the Classic and 7.68% for the PEPRA. Additionally, the board approved an
increase in medical coverage for employees, of which, AT now pays 70%, along with salary
and liability insurance increases. Director Plasse commented last year the same grant funding
amounts or less were received and AT was able to get by with $465,000 draw on LTE. However,
this year there is more funding being received in grants and other revenue sources like State
Transit Assistance (STA), but AT needs an additional $100,000 from LTF to cover the budget.
Ms. Amarant stated STA is not recommended to be used for operating expenses. She continued
in past years that funding has only gone into reserves. Mr. Gedney noted the STA funding could
be used for operating expenses as long as the costs do not exceed the rate of inflation. Ms,
Amarant noted she wanted to rebuild the reserves account with the STA allocation, as that
funding was used last year to pay down $416,000 in CalPERS UAL. Director Plasse noted the
LTF is funding that could go to ‘streets and roads’ purposes but is going to the AT employees
CalPERS UAL contributions instead.

Vice Chairman McLean asked what line item #52420-Drug and. Alcohol Services is for, Ms.
Amarant replied that is for safety meetings and drug testing of employees.

Motion: It was moved by Director Forster, seconded by Director Bragstad, and carried
to approve the Amador Transit FY 2023/24 Preliminary Budget.

Chairman Crew stated there is no quorum to conduct this meeting and all items will be moved
to the next regular AT meeting. He noted Public Comment will still be accepted prior to
adjourning the meeting.

PUBLIC MATTERS NOT ON THE AGENDA: April Miller- Mobility Manager, Amador
Transit, congratulated Ms, Amarant on reaching her 15-year milestone with Amador Transit.
She continued that Ms. Amarant consistently ensures her staff is cross-trained and educated in
all necessary areas of AT functions and is a great leader with everyone’s best interest in mind.

Ms. Amarant extended her appreciation to Ms. Miller for the kind words and noted she has the
right personnel in place to be successful. She highlighted Ms. Miller’s work ethic and noted she
would be a great General Manager of AT when Ms, Amarant retires.

Ms. Miller stated Bonnie Gail emailed her noting she may attend the meeting for public
comment. Chairman Crew stated they are not present or on the phone, but asked if AT could
gift the Shenandoah School a wheelchair accessible bus to accommodate their needs. Ms.
Amarant stated it could be a consideration but noted to drive that kind of bus does require a
special California Driver’s License. Ms. Amarant stated, as previously discussed at the last
meeting, if AT did implement a Dial-A-Ride (DAR) service to Plymouth, the residents there
may increase ridership for that general area. She also noted as a DAR service, if AT does not
get a call for that area, then they would not travel there. Chairman Crew asked if a “True-up”
could be implemented as a way to ensure AT is reimbursed to meet our revenue standard. Mr.
Gedney stated the service will never be covered because it is 80% subsidized, but we are
required to meet a 10% farebox recovery ratio. He noted the DAR does perform better than the

05/04/23
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fixed route services. Ms. Amarant noted the mileage to Plymouth is much less than the
Upcountry DAR. Ms. Miller commented that it is 21 miles roundtrip and 13 minutes to
Plymouth, much less cost and more condensed compared to what we currently have in place
with Upcountry. She also noted additional DAR services throughout the County are on the
Short-Term list of the SSTAC Unmet Needs Recommendation Chart. Vice Chairman McLean
noted that additional DAR may increase ridership and was happy to see in the Consent Agenda
that ridership has increased by 17%.

Chairman Crew noted, regarding Item #12: Approve Monthly Claims, the list will be provided
to the Finance Committee for review and approval.
